Temetdkapolna

Diplomézdsom utdn az elsé meghizisom egy Pécs melletti aprocska faluban, Birjanban egy kis kapolna megtervezése volt.
Bar a megrendeld elvardsai alapvetden szimpatikusak voltak - klasszikus aranyd, hagyoméanyos épiletszerkezetekkel
megvaldsitott kapolna - mégis a financidlis keret gdtat szabott a fantazianak. Nem sokkal késtbb, egy Stockholm melletti
temetépdlyzat kapesan papirra vethettem a mar kissé batrabb, talan skandindv formavilagot idéz6 véltozatot, mint
temetékapolndt. A palydzat sordn Stockholm egyik kiilvarosi részébe - Jirvafltetbe kellett egy, napjainkban rekredciora
haszndlt teriletre temetét tervezni. A palyazat célja egy atfogd szemléletd, fenntarthatd vizio bemutatdsa, mely a kirnyezet
karakteréhez idomul. Fontos szempont volt, hogy a temetd nyitott parkszeriien kialakitott teriilet legyen, ahova a helyiek
nemcsak szeretteik megemlékezése miatt mennek, hanem napi vagy hétvégi pihenés, kirandulas céljabol...
Az alapgondolatot egy olyan épillet megformalésa képezte, aminek alaprajza és metszete nagyon hasonld. Fontos emellett,

hogy a gyészolokra mindig legfeljebb indirekt fény érkezik a falak egyenes, és lagyan hajlitott részeirdl visszaverédve.
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Cemetery Chapel

After the diploma my first assignment was a small chapel in a village next to Pécs. The expeciations of the client — to have
a small building with classical proportions and materials - were pretty familiar, but the budget limited my fantasy fo some
extent. A few months later by propose of a cemetery competition | could create a somewhat braver version, which seems to
be more Scandinavian: The City of Stockholm invited entries in an open competition for the design of a new cemetery, including
ceremonial facilities, ot Jirva Friomrdde (“Jirva Common”) in Stockholm. The proposed cemetery represents for the
northwestern sector of Stockholm an initiative of the same strategic and long-term significance as the Woodland Cemetery on
the southern side of the city. The purpose of the competition is to create a sustainable overall vision of how a large cemetery
is to be designed, based on the magnificent characteristics of the site and the surrounding landscape. The aim is for the
winning entry to endow the location with high-standard architectural and artistic qualities and for the cemetery thereby also
to contribute to the strengthening of the sense of identity and community for the residents of Jdrvafiiltet. The goal was to design
a chapel with a very similar section and plan. As it was to function in a cemetery, it was also important that the mourners should
never receive direct light, only diffused one from the plane and curved surfaces of the walls.
