Budapest kozparképitészetének torténete

A kertmUvészet torténete soran a varosi kozparkok voltak az elsé alkotasok,
amelyeket azzal a céllal hoztak létre, hogy mindenki szamara, allanddan és
ingyenesen elérheték legyenek. A varoslakok fizikai és lelki egészségének
megorzése céljabol létesilt parkok ezaltal a tarsadalmi egyenléség példaértékd
eszméjét is megtestesitették.

Kozparképitészettel foglalkozé kutatasaim Budapest szabadtereinek nem-
zetkozi kontextusba helyezésén keresztll mutatjak be a kozhasznalatu
zoldfellletek tervezéselméletének valtozasait a modernizmus kialakulasaig.
Kilonos figyelmet forditottam az egyes parkok fejlodéstorténetének vizs-
galatara, a budapesti parkok nemzetkozi eloképeinek és parhuzamainak
meghatarozasara, és a budapesti parkok tervezéinek és a Foévarosi Kertésze-
ti Vallalat torténetének kutatasara. Ezek mellett tanulmanyoztam olyan
kulturtorténeti megkozelitéseket, mint Pierre Nora 'lieux de mémoires' 'em-
lekezés helyel' elméletének kozparkokra valo alkalmazhatosagat is.

Kutatasi eredményeimet nemzetkozi konferenciakon (IFLA World Congress,
Paxton 150 Conference), valamint a 2016-ban Budapest Févaros Levéltaranak
gondozasaban magyarul és angolul megjelent Budapest Kozparképitésze-
tének torténete 1867-1914 cimU konyvemben publikaltam. A konyv gazdag
képanyagon — amelynek jelentds része most kerllt el6szor publikalasra —
keresztll mutatja be nemzetkdzi kontextusban elséként a budapesti zold-
fellletek fejlédését a kiegyezéstdl az elsé vilaghaboruig.

The history of public park design in Budapest

Public parks were the first in the history of garden art that were specifical-
ly created to be accessible for everyone, continuously, for free. These open
spaces, created to preserve the mental and physical health of the city dwellers,
therefore also aimed to frame the exemplary model of the ‘classless society'.

My research into the history of public parks maps the development of land-
scape architecture design theory (until the appearance of modernism) through
the historical analysis of Budapest's open spaces in an international context.
The goals of the research are to map the evolution of individual parks through-
out the period, to uncover the international precedents and parallels of the
open spaces in the Hungarian capital, and to shed light on the oeuvre of the
designers and the Municipal Parks Department of Budapest. In addition to
these goals | also examine the appropriateness of ideas in cultural memory,
such as the idea of 'lieux de mémoires' by Pierre Nora in the analysis of public
park history.

The results of the research were published at international conferences (IFLA
World Congress, Paxton 150 Conference) and led to my most recent book,
‘Barren Places to Public Spaces; A history of public park design in Budapest’,
published by the Budapest City Archives in 2016. The book analysed the de-
velopment of the green infrastructure of Budapest through a rich collection of
visual sources. The majority of which were archive maps, plans and photo-
graphs that had never been published before.
