A Kaufmann-haz vagyis a
Fallingwater, Frank Lloyd Wright
leghiresebb munkdja 1935-t6l
épult 1939-ig. E.J. Kaufmann-nak
késziilt Bear Run-ban, Penn-
sylvania dllamban, olyan terve-
zéssel, amelyben Wrightnak az
volt a vagya, hogy a haz lakoit
természeti kornyezetbe helyezze,
ezért az épllet alatt patak folyt
keresztll. A szerkezet egy sor
konzolos erkélybdl és teraszbol
allt, az 6sszes fliggbleges tartod
kébdl késziilt, a vizszintesek
betonbdl. A hdz 155 ezer dollarba
keriilt, ebbdl az épitész 80 ezret
kapott. Kaufmann sajat mérnokei
alitottdk, hogy a haz nem elég
biztonsagos, és bar lehurrog-
tak 6ket, késébb igazuk lett.
