1.4.2. The (author) co-designer, colleague of a participant in the design tender may be a person against whom none of the excluding reasons included in Paragraph (3) of Article 13 of Government Decree 137/2004 does exist.

Co-authors and the colleagues of the authors (by observing the relevant ethical norms) may participate even in several tenders.

1.4.3. The participant in the design tender – the bidder – may be that organisation (with legal or without legal personality) which, 

a) by submitting its bid has accepted the conditions of the tender invitation to be binding on himself

b) has named the authors of the bid – in the closed envelope that is attached to the bid – and the author(s) named are entitled to carry out the design task according to Point 1.4.1

The composition of the Evaluation Committee was determined by the tender inviting party by observing the provisions of the relevant laws and Paragraphs (1)-(5) of Article 10 of Government Decree 137/2003.

1.11. EVALUATION COMMITTEE WORK & DECISIONS

The Evaluation Committee executes its work according to the relevant laws (see Point 1.3) and the Design Tender Rules of MÉK and the work plan presented by the President of the Evaluation Committee and approved by the members. 

The Evaluation Committee comes to its decisions by a majority of votes and the legal expert – in his absence the professional secretary - is to record the continuous minutes of its work.

The Evaluation Committee does not evaluate the bids in detail in its closing report  that are based on a wrong concept and those that have weak architectural quality.

The work of the Evaluation committee is not public. 

The Evaluation Committee will publish its summary conclusions concerning the tender in a closing report and will evaluate in detail the purchased bids and those that received a prize.

The decision of the Evaluation Committee is final and is not possible to appeal against. 

1.12. BID REMUNERATION 

There is a gross
10,000,000  HUF (appr. € 40,000.) available for granting prizes and purchasing bids.


The largest amount of prizes is:
4,000,000 HUF. (appr. € 16,000.)

The lowest amount of purchases is:
 1,000,000 HUF. (appr. € 4,000.)
The Evaluation Committee establishes the amount of the prizes granted and purchases between the above value limits on the basis of the relative values of the bids received in comparison to each other.

The prizes granted and the purchases contain 20 % VAT and are revenues subject to taxation. 

The Evaluation Committee will disburse all of the available amount in case an adequate number of bids are received. 

The Evaluation Committee will qualify the tender unsuccessful if it finds none of the bids to be worthy of a prize or purchase and may reduce the amount to be used for prize granting and/or purchase if it qualifies the design tender to be of a reduced value from a usability or architectural quality standpoint. 

The prize winning and purchased bids will become the property of the tender inviting party and may use them partially or fully without any additional compensation by observing the copyright prescriptions.

DESIGN TENDER RESULT ANNOUNCING AND PUBLIC INTRODUCTION

Based on the Evaluation Committee the tender inviting party will announce the result of the tender:

and will pay the tender prizes or purchase prices to the authors of the work that are awarded prizes (or to their proxies) within 8 bank days after the announcement of the result at the latest.

The tender inviting party will notify the authors of the bids that are prize winners or purchased – at the addresses  communicated in the closed envelope attached to the bid –  of the time and venue of the result announcement by letter.

The announcement of the tender result is public. 

The tender inviting party in line with the provisions of the relevant laws, will publish the tender result.
The tender’s closing report will be sent by the tender inviting party to all those who were registered on the tender-invitation.
The tender inviting party, on the basis of the agreement signed with the Chamber of Hungarian Architects, will introduce the received bids in public, at a venue and time to be determined later,  but within 30 days after the announcement of the result. 

The tender inviting party or the organisation commissioned by it, will notify the interested parties, the authors of the prize winning and purchased bids and the members of the Evaluation Committee regarding the time and venue of the design tender’s public introduction. 

Bids that are not prize winners or purchased will be returned by the tender inviting party to the bidder. Bidder may forbid the presentation of the design in a statement to be communicated at the end of the technical description of the tender design. In this case, the bidder may pick up its bid after the announcement of the result at the address of the tender inviting party after the public introduction of the bid, if such a statement had not been made. Identification of the bid is to be done on the basis of the tracking number of the post receipt.

The tender inviting party shall destroy bids that are neither prize winners nor purchased after the expiry of 30 days following public introduction. 

The Chamber of Hungarian Architects on the basis of the agreement signed with the tender inviting party, will introduce the prize winning and purchased designs on its homepage after the announcement of the result and will archive the designs in electronic format.

FURTHER PLANNING CONDITIONS

The tender inviting party undertakes the obligation to sign a designing contract concerning further planning with the author of the bid that received Prize I from the Evaluation Committee, provided the bidder meets the eligibility conditions  determined by MÉK.

In case the Evaluation Committee awards a divided prize I, or if does not award a prize 1, then tender inviting party will bring its decision concerning the further planning assignment by taking into consideration the recommendation of the Evaluation Committee.

The tender inviting party wishes to sign the designing contract concerning further planning on the basis of the Architectural Creation Fee Calculation Rule of the Chamber of Hungarian Architects.

The tender prize will not be taken into account in the planning fee of further planning.

2. DETAILED PROGRAM

2.1.
DESIGNING TASK

The purpose of the design tender is to find such a design meeting the different expectations at the highest professional level determined in the design program for one of the busiest points of Budapest having a determining role in the city scene considering the hotel’s design to be built on the given lot.

The hotel to be built on lot number 14337/1 located in Budapest, I district, Clark Ádám Sq.1 (Fő utca 2) has to meet both the functional, technical and business policy expectations of the tender inviting party and the requirements of the surrounding environment , i.e., the architectural appearance of the bridge-head on the Buda side of the Chain Bridge, the panorama representing a part of The World Heritage, the traffic and parking conditions on Ádám Clark Sq., the aspects of the capital and the local authorities.

The building to be designed, due to its location, will play a determining role in the city’s scene. In the narrower sense, it will represent the Buda side gate of the Chain Bridge with the Tunnel and the view of Palace Sándor and in the wider sense, it forms a determining city view panorama with the Danube palace line and the City Garden Bazaar.

The building to be planned should appear as a “landmark” building in the historic, environment. The building should consciously express the architecture of the 21st century and not become an alien form, but it should be included in The World Heritage panorama, complementing its environment.

Since the tender is not an idea tender, but is directed at an actual feasible intention, this complex architectural task must be solved in such a manner that the roundabout of Ádám Clark Square, the existence of the tramway and the present lot borders be taken into consideration as given factors.

The provisions described in the "Design Program" referring to the capital and local regulations must also be observed, according to the related construction rules (BVKSZ, OTÉK). The main rules:

-  maximum covered part of site: 80% (in case of partly public use of the ground level it can be 100% on the ground floor and first floor)

- total floor-area divided with site-area (m2/m2) must be less or maximum 6,0.

             The purpose is to select such a design that both meets the above described 
             requirements and expectations and is suitable to obtain the building permit.

2.2.
   LOCATION FEATURES

2.2.1. Historical Overview

“The Danube is the spirit of Budapest, the parent of the city, its life giving section, its jewel, the essence of its very real natural beauty and unique charm.” (Quoted from Lukács Lajos’s book: Pest-Buda At The Time of The Treaty of 1867)

Széchenyi’s Chain Bridge is one of the great symbols of the capital, consequently the Pest and Buda side bridge-heads representing a part of the bridge are also symbols of the capital.

“Ádám Clark Square is a special point in Hungary. Since the milestone kilometer ''0" was moved from the height of the Castle to this square that symbolically represents the start and the end of each trip, which ...

... Until the building of the Chain Bridge, it was seated at the "threshold of the Royal Castle of Buda.” (Quoted from  Mr. Péter Buza’s book: Vision of The Other Side)

When as a result of the persevering work of one decade, the Chain Bridge was opened to traffic in 1849, the issue of developing the bridge-head on the Buda side was immediately raised. This issue has been inseparably intertwined with the tunnel work that was planned under the Castle. That work was completed by 1857 on the basis of the plans of Mr. Ádám Clark. Finally its facade was prepared in a classic style of architecture, in harmony with the Chain Bridge’s facade.

The right side wall of the square, called at that time, ‘Chain Bridge Square,’ was represented by the Savings Bank of Buda building (Takarékpénztár), designed by Mr. Ybl Miklós which was built in 1860-62. Opposite was the Public Theatre of Buda (Budai Népszínház), which was, in the beginning of the 1870’s, the Headquarters of the Hungarian Western Railway Company (Magyar Nyugati Vasúttársaság), which was home to the Commercial and Transportation Ministry (Kereskedelmi és Közlekedésügyi Minisztérium). In its vicinity during 1868-70, the steam cable-car going up to the Castle was built. After the treaty, the  line of palace buildings that were built between Lánchíd St. and the bank, located on the south side of the bridge, disappeared after World War II: The Barber and Klusemann House, the Lipthay and Széchenyi mansions and subsequently, the Hotel Széchenyi. On the right side of the Chain Bridge, (to the north) during 1867-69, the house that was designed by Ybl was built, the mansion of the Chain Bridge Association. By the end of the 1870’s the image of the time of Ádám Clark Square had been established, the first, clearly Neo-Renaissance style city square in the capital.

Trafficwise, in view of the significant North-Buda, South-Buda and Pest,  Krisztinaváros direction of traffic, it has proven to be a narrow cross section from the start. It had not been expanded until World War II. During the siege of 1945, the buildings along the southern square wall were demolished. On the reconstruction plans of the square from the start, the development of a symmetric bridge-head was presented which, independently of the damages determined the fate of the Savings Bank of Buda that represented the north side square wall.

On the hotel lot that represents the subject of the tender, there was the former Neo-Renaissance style palace of the Savings Bank of Buda designed by Mr. Miklós Ybl. The building was seriously damaged in World War II. Partially for this reason, and partially due to establishing the circle that serves as the mitigation to the problem of heavy traffic crossing, the larger part of it was demolished in 1949. Upon the suggestion of the Technical University teacher Mr. Tibor Kiss, they kept the remaining two levels of the internal section of the garden wing along with the arcades. According to Mr. László Borsos and Mr. Tibor Vákár’s plans, a catering place was established within it (the Chain Bridge Café), but had been demolished in the 1990ies.

The construction lot, after the establishment of the circle on the square with its original division, became a triangular shaped lot with an arcing closure on the side of the square. Since the political system changed, it has had several owners and several permit plans and idea bids that had also been prepared for buildings to be built on it.

2.2.2. The Site’s Endowments

The place of the planned building is the corner Lot No 14337/1 located at Ádám Clark Square, presently empty, it is not built on and it is surrounded by a fence. According to the attached geodetic survey, the surface of the landscape can be considered flat. The minimal deviation between the indicated measured and legal lot border can be disregarded in the framework of the present bid. The geodetic survey plans prepared on the firewall of the historic building (Fő utca 4) of one ground floor + 3 storeys bordering the lot on the north side and on the firewall of the building (Hunyadi János út 1, Clark Ádám Tér 2) limiting it from the western side, are also included among the appendices. These naturally have to be considered as given factors. The internal gardens of  the Hunyadi János út 2 building open at the present to the lot in question can be closed down with the planned building (the settlement of the issue of "acquired rights" that may be raised will be the task of the party that will order the construction in the building permit obtaining phase).

A survey plan was prepared on the facade of the neighboring buildings and the Fő St. facade of the Ybl palace (headquarters of the Chain Bridge Association) located opposite it, the former building of the court, which is also included in the appendix.

We have also attached the public utility genplan that refers to the environment in the wider sense, where the path of all the public utilities that cross the area are indicated with the rail tracks of tram #19 (passing through the tunnel). We ask this latter one to be considered an endowment, the data referring to the public utilities are of an informative character, modifying them can be recommended only in a rather justified case.

The regulatory plan sheets also attached cover the wider designing area in order to allow the presentation of environmental connections (transportation, environmental arrangement proposal) detailed in the chapter entitled, "Design Program."

In respect to preparing the design proposals concerning the environmental connections, the design area is not limited by borders. Within the area indicated on the attached design sheets on the level of an idea bid, a proposal has to be made for the transportation, car parking and green park that is in summary, the environmental arrangement solution for the area in front of  Ádám Clark Square and its connecting roads and the area located before the cable-car (bordered by Sikló St., Lánchíd St., Lánchíd Lane) and that section of the area located between Lánchíd St. and the tram tracks between the bridge-head and the area of lot 14388. This latter area (between Lánchíd St. and the tram tracks) in a justified case can also be used for underground parking below the surface level.

The lot in question is located within the block marked 1/A, the zone classification is: VK-V1-Z. The indices determined in the KSZT (District Regulation Plan) that correspond to the classification are in effect at present. The indices that refer to building coverage and the gross level area can be increased to the limits allowed by the BVKSZ (Budapest City Arrangement and Construction Framework Rules). High level architectural solutions and fitting into the city panorama that represents a part of The World Heritage and into the city culture represent an important aspect. According to the relevant KSZT, the border of the lot and the circle will not be changed, however the design may propose traffic changes by keeping the present road tracks.

DESIGN PROGRAM

2.3.1.
Hotel


The Hotel’s Concept

To establish a “boutique hotel” and restaurant at one of the busiest, most important city panorama points in Budapest with its novel architectural concept is attention raising and at the same time also fits into its environment. It should also suggest, by its outside appearance, up-to-date technology and modern interior design characteristic of the building’s interior. The hotel, with its services and style targets young (25—49 years of age) demanding guests that consider aesthetics and design. Regarding its interior design concept, its far east atmosphere should meet with modern clarity. 

The form of the facade is an emphasized part of the character of the hotel. For this reason, it is one of the keys to the future successes of the building. Its exterior, fitting into the attractive Danube bank scene of Budapest, may be proud to be in one of the most beautiful downtowns in the European Union and has to appear proudly advertising its uniqueness and its 21st century technology. The building may become a new "landmark" in the environment that has been declared a part of The World Heritage by UNESCO.

Functions

The following functions are to be located within the building:

· Deep garage, with 2  elevators for cars, 60-70 passenger-cars (Entry can be accessed only from the street level due to traffic technology.)

· Wellness facility (on level –1)  Size: max. 200 m2 

· Hotel lobby, restaurant-bar, money exchange room, as far as possible 2 shop rooms-each a max. 12 m2, entrance to the roof level restaurant, service entrance, entrance to the car elevators (on the ground floor)

· Offices

· Hotel room levels. (floors 1, 2, 3, 4, and 5) total of 60 rooms

· Roof level: restaurant with a gallery, kitchen facility.

Internal Movement
Movement within the building has to be solved in such a way that the hotel guest traffic and the restaurant-service traffic should not mix. The guest traffic of the deep garage cannot lead to the hotel room levels. The safety escape routes of the hotel room levels should be ensured by at least 2 staircases. The dead-end corridors of the hotel levels cannot be longer than 15 m. 

Room Program By Levels

On Floors 4, 3 & 2 

Car parking places and in the rest of the area machinery rooms, storage rooms in total at least 100 m2.

On Floors 1 and/or 2 & Wellness
The Wellness section for the refreshment of guests that have become tired in the city’s commotion or during meetings that last a whole day or simply offer rest and relaxation before the evening program by relaxing the body and freeing the spirit. 

Regarding its style - it should be quiet, pleasant, while preserving its functionality, an airy and attractive, spacious world has to be created. The central space should be of a high internal height, the treatment rooms should be intimate but not feminine. 

In harmony with this, it should offer, as far as possible, the following services: Body treatments, massages, facial treatments, depilation, manicure-pedicure, hairdresser, core fitness.

Cosmetics:

· 2 rooms of 10-12 m2, with a shower located in-between that can be used from both sides

· intimate but not feminine equipment, functionality

· it should be possible to walk around the bed

· hot and cold water

· good ventilation

· lights

· as much space as possible for storing materials and textiles

Massage Room:

· Warm covers, little metal

· Good sound insulation

· Small shower – dressing booth

· Place for a wide bed or tatami of about 8-9 m2

Pool space (place of relaxation):

Pool: Round with a diameter of 4.5 m  or of a rectangular shape of 5x4 m or. 3x5 m 

Water: 34 degrees

Groundfloor 

The guest, after the seeing the facade of the building, gets his first personal impression about the hotel here. Its exclusive image should suggest an appearance that fits into the city life style of the 21st century, which is efficient, but at the same time fits into the determined "design."

In the case of the groundfloor, the joint management of the space and the view (overview) of the restaurant-bar - also located on this level, that otherwise also serves as the breakfasting site (in its style, atmosphere it is comparable to the New York Spice Market or the Tao Restaurant) – should be treated as a concept. The restaurant will operate after 22 p.m. as a Lounge. At this level, a water-block and also here or on floor -1 a WC for handicapped people should also be  established.

It is also necessary to establish the following functions on the groundfloor: 

· offices of the hotel’s management (2 offices of minimum 7 m2, 1 open office type of min. 20 m2, one meeting room of min. 7 m2)

· room for temporary storage located near the service entrance, max. 7 m2. 

· car elevators

· service entrance

· one staff elevator (the service and at the same time the housekeeping and room service elevator) 

· a ‘restobar’ capable of accommodating about 80 persons, which will be operated after 10 p.m. as a lounge

· and the other usual rooms needed for operating the hotel (e.g. reception, temporary luggage storing space, etc.)

· money exchange room, that can be approached both from the street and from the hotel, its size should be: min. 8 m2. 

· as far as possible, 2 shop rooms each max. 12 m2
Hotel Room Levels (1 , 5)

· 60 room units of  min. 28 m2  each with bathroom and entrance space

· corridors 

· housemaid (housekeeping) one room of minimum 6 m2 for each floor

To Be Established on The Groundfloor and At Levels Located Below The Terrain Level or On The Floor Levels:

· storage room for clean clothing 

· room for dirty laundry 

· storage room for cleaning chemicals

· washing-ironing room

· maintenance workshop-storage room

Restaurant Level and Gallery 

Most likely a NOBU style and trend restaurant will be opened at this place of a size as large as possible by taking into consideration the endowments of the site, with a cooking kitchen suitable for preparing 100-120 portions of food. If it is possible, due to the panorama a narrow gallery can be envisioned in the large semi-circle. The number of guests that may be accommodated should be 120-150 persons. Back-up kitchen of 150-180 m2. Service and kitchen may be in one space. Having an overview on the work processes only reinforces the trust of the guests. Utilising the open roof space only improves the quality of the above restaurant and is a good opportunity for introducing additional tables. The restaurant should have a complete glass facade with as wide a view of the Danube bank and the Castle as possible.

Miscellaneous:

Roof space machinery (due to city scenery reasons it is not possible to place machines, fittings outside on the roof).
The two restaurants and the hotel staff each need a separate dressing room, with showers and WC. Number of staff workers in the two restaurants: 70 people; hotel: 30 people. The dressing rooms may be established even at the expense of reducing the receiving capability of the garage.
2.3.2.
Hotel Environment 

On the level of an idea bid, a proposal must be made for the environmental arrangement of the areas located south of the hotel to be built, concerning the pedestrian and car traffic, possibly, in a justified case, for the location of parking facilities on the surface or below the street level, for the landscape and garden arrangement of the following:

a)
Ádám Clark Square and the bridge-head of the Chain Bridge on the Buda side

b)
the area located in front of the cable-car, bordered by Sikló St.,  Lánchíd St. and Lánchíd Lane

c)
the section of the area located between Lánchíd St. and the river bank between Ádám Clark Square and lot 14388

The listed areas are the property of the local government, their arrangement, with the exception that if closely tied to the operation of the planned hotel, is independent of the hotel’s implementation.

BID WORK SECTIONS  TO BE SUBMITTED & FORMAL REQUIREMENTS

2.4.1.
Formal requirements

The design sheets of format 60 x 84 cm (A1) are to be submitted mounted to 5 mm thick foam boards. The prescribed work sections are to be presented on the prescribed size boards, in an arbitrary order but in each case with labeling  needed to understand the design sheets. The number of the design sheets is not tied.

The technical descriptions are to be prepared on A4 sheets, printed with computerised text editing, separately by professional sectors.

2.4.2.
Work sections to be submitted

Plans:

1. Site plan
M 1:500
Using the regulation sheets issued in the appendix, with presenting the groundfloor of the hotel building. Presenting the areas to be solved on the level of an idea bid should appear as an top-view. Presenting the buildings is arbitrary.

2. Groundfloor layout drawing of the hotel building
M 1:100
The layout drawing of the groundfloor connection to the neighboring buildings must be presented with the environmental connections (indicating the connecting walk-paths, car entrances, road pavement in an appropriate manner)

3. Layout drawing of all the hotel building’s different levels
M 1:200
The basement levels, the groundfloor, floor 1, the general floor (if there is such, if there is none, then each floor), the roof level (if there are more, then each) and the roof top-view layout drawing.

On the layout drawings the connecting existing buildings must be indicated in a layout drawing style or with contours. On the roof top-view layout drawing, the neighboring buildings must be presented with a roof profile in order to unambiguously allow an understanding of their connection to the planned building.

4. Cross-sections

As many cross-sections as are needed for understanding, however a minimum of 2 cross-sections.. The connecting buildings have to be presented on the cross-sections either by presenting the levels or with contours.

5. Street view 1

The axis of the Chain Bridge—Tunnel must be used as the section plane for presenting the orthogonal facade of the building. The section plane should go up to the start of the Castle Hill and the Danube bed. The facade of the connecting buildings must be presented with the facade of the hotel. On the street picture, the determining materials that will be used on the facade of the planned building must be indicated.

Using the (broken) axis of Fő St. and Lánchíd St. as the section plane the orthogonal facade of the hotel and the connecting and other visible facades (building, Tunnel, cable-car, line of houses on Lánchíd St.). The latter ones may be presented in an indicative manner, but in a way that reflects reality. The street picture should start by presenting the (neighboring) building of Fő St. # 4 and should go up to presenting the building of Lánchíd St. # 9. The determining materials to be used on the facade of the planned hotel must be indicated.

A vision plan presented from a viewpoint arbitrarily chosen covering the internal structure of the foyer, from which it is possible to draw conclusions concerning the atmosphere of the interior world of the hotel.

Using the 2 photos issued in the appendix (birdseye view picture and the panorama picture made from the Danube side), the planned hotel building must be presented by realistically inserting it into these photos.

It is to be prepared by using the night photo issued in the appendix, a scenery photo illustrating the appearance of the hotel at night.
Technical Descriptions:

1. Architectural technical description
max. 4 pieces A4
A description that introduces the reasons and basic principles of planning. Brief introduction of the arrangement of the building and its environment. Main data:  gross floor areas, total net floor area, capacity data.
2. Cost estimate and schedule proposal

Estimated net building cost calculated on the basis of the net floor areas at the price level of 2007.

The expected construction period of building the hotel broken down to the main construction phases.
3. Technical descriptions by professional sectors
max 1 by sectors A4
Static, transportation technical description, with the description of the main structural solution and traffic technical proposals.
Photos Submitted on CD:

Digital photos of the design sheets on DVD media.

· If the submitted tender design contains a technical solution of the author  under patent protection or patent reporting, then the author must make a statement concerning this at the beginning of the technical description – without naming the content of the solution.

· If  the bidder does not allow the public introduction of its design that does not receive a prize or which is not purchased, then he must make a statement at the end of the technical description on a separate page.

· the ENVELOPE (it is mandatory to use the envelope issued as Appendix 3.2) sealed

included within it:

The bid cannot contain any reference to the authors or to their workplace. The Evaluation Committee will exclude from evaluation the bid that breaches the confidentiality rule.
Note:

The bid may be complemented with other plans, plan details, model-photos as well in addition to the work section that are indicated as obligatory, however, these are not obligatory.

It is an important aspect in preparing the plans, that the firewall coverings of the building planned and their connection to the roof profiles of the neighboring buildings should be clearly understandable from the plans.

When evaluating the design tender, the Evaluation Committee will reach its decisions according to the following evaluation aspects when ranking the bids (The aspects are listed in the order of their importance. The first one is the most important aspect):
